SERVICE CONNECTION CHARGES AND CHARGES
FOR MOVES AND CHANGES

Experience and careful investigation of the entire subject has demonstrated the fact that certain service
connection charges covering to some extent the average cost of the initial expense of establishing service for
new subscribers and of furnishing additional facilities to old subscribers should be paid by such subscribers and
should not be borne by the entire body of telephone users. Therefore, a uniform schedule has been prepared
which embodies rates that should not retard telephone development in any section and will place upon subscribers
responsible therefor a portion of thy costs incident to such service connections, leaving the balance as a charge
on the business generally. This schedule applies as follows:

SERVICE CONNECTION CHARGES

A For Individual and Party LIne Service.......cccisssccrstsrsssssssstosssnsssssssrsasosssascnssssssssnnnsns $3.50
2. For each extension station connected with any class of telephone service...........ccoeveesnnsansncass 3.50
3. For Private Branch Exchange Service the charge for establishing service connection:

(a) For each trunk line connecting the Private Branch Exchange with a central office....coveeuecasss 3.50

(b) For each telephone connected to the Private Branch Exchange except Operators’ Telephone Sets. 3.50
4. To cover in part Directory, Accounting, Circuit and Switchboard expenses in cases where service is estab-
lished by the use of instrumentalities already in place in the Subscriber's premises and no change is made in
the type or location of such instrumentalities, each main station, $1.50.

CHARGES FOR MOVES AND CHANGES

The charges for moves and changes in equipment will be as follows:

1. For moving a telephone set from one location to another on same premises, a charge of $3.00.

2. For moving any other equipment or wiring from one location to another on the same premises, a charge
based on the cost of labor and material.

3. For change In type or style of telephone set, a charge of $3.00.

4, For other changes In equipment or wiring, a charge based on the cost of labor and material. A

5. When telephones are to be installed or moved, as much advance notice as possible should be given the
Company, preferably not less than ten (10) days.

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Long Distance Rates from Bowling Green

The rates quoted below show the application of the different classes of telephone tdll message
service to some near by and long distant points most frequently called. Rates to over 70,000 other
points may be obtained by asking for “Long Distance.”

To make a long distance call, call the local operator in the regular way and ask for “Long Dis-
tance.” When the long distance operator answers give her the name of town or city desired. If you
wish to file a Station-toStation call, notify the operator that you will talk with any one who answers
the telephone at the Qesired address. If you wish to flle a Person-to-Person call, give the operator
the name of the particular person wanted. In either case, furnish the telephone number desired (if
known), otherwise give the firm name or thé name and initials of the person under whose name the
telephone is listed, and, if possible, the street address. Then give the number of the telephone from
which you are calling and your name.

The rates given below are for the initial period. The report charges apply only to person-to-
person, appointment and messenger calls which are not completed. Evening and night rates apply
only to station-to-station calls.

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CLASSIFIED LONG DISTANCE TOLL SERVICE

The toll service offered by the company is so classified as to give the patron an option as to the
elass of call best suited to his particular requirement in each instance. The schedule of rates is so
designed that telephone users may secure the maximum service at minimum cost. If patrons will study
their needs and the conditions pertaining to their toll calls, they will be able to practice many
economies through applying the class of toll call appropriate to their needs.

A careful perusal of the explanation of the various classes of service given below will enable sub-

scribers to apply the service to the best advantage.

The person originating the call does not specify
a particular person to be reached, but gives only
the nugmber of the telephone called, or the name

"5r address under which the telephone is listed.

Charges for station to station calls shall begin
from the moment communication is established
between the called and calling stations. On calls
to Private Branch Exchange systems where, at
time of giving call, no particular extension sta-
tion is specified to be reached, the charges begin
when the Private Branch Exchange Operator
answers. When the call is made for a particu-
lar Private Branch Exchange extension stationm,
the call becomes a Person to Person call.

If the calling party requests that the charges
on a Station-to-Station call be reversed, the call
becomes a Person-to-Person call.

PERSON-TO-PERSON SERVICE
The person originating the call specifies a par-
ticular person or Private Branch Exchange ex-
tension station to be reached.
Charges for person-to-person calls shall begin
from the moment communication is established
with the specified person called.

Orders for person-to-person calls are accepted
only under the condition that a limited charge will
be made when under certain conditions it is im-
possible to establish communication between speci-
fied persons. (See Report Charges.)

Appointment Calls,.—An appointment call is a
person-to-person call on which communication is
to be established at a specified time.

Messenger Calls.—A messenger call is a person-
to-person call requiring the use of a messenger
t? bring the specified person to a public pay sta-
tion.

REPORT CHARGES

A report charge shall be made on person-to-per-
son calls which can not be completed for the fol-
lowing reasons:

If the called party refuses to talk.

If the calling party refuses to talk when the call
is ready for completion.

If the called party is mot available at the called
station.

If, when the call is ready for completion, the
calling pariy is absent at the calling station or no
answer can be obtained from the calling station.

If a collect call is not completed because the
called station or called party refuses to accept the
charge.

If, on an appointment call, the call is not com-
pleted after the appointment has been made.

If, on a messenger call, the call is not completed
after the arrangements have been made to notify
the called party to come to the telephone.

A Report Charge will not be made for reports
that the called station is “busy,” “out of order,”
or “don’t answer.” Nor will a report charge be
made for reports that the called party has no
telephone, or that his telephone has been discon-
tinued.

If the call is uncompleted during the day filed
and, at the request of the calling party, the call is
carried over and completed the next day, no
report charge is made.

A Report Charge shall not be made in any case
where the calling station orders the call cancelled
prior to being given a report that the called party
can not be reached or that the connection is ready.

Regardless of the number of reports made on a
call for a particular party in a given city or town,
only one report charge, when applicable, is made
if the call is uncompleted.

On uncompleted collect calls Involving a Report
Charge, the charge shall be made against the call-
ing station unless its reversal was requested at
the time the report was given and the called sta-
tion agreed to accept the charge. 3

Where private branch exchange systems are in-
volved, the terms “station,” “calling station” and
“called station,” as used throughout these classi-
fications, refer to the private branch exchange |
switchboard operator.
