First festival was held on October 30, 1993, with approximately 500 people attending. Festival
included booths and displays, activities for all age groups, storyteller, country music, and health
screening. Letters requesting suggestions for improving future events were mailed

7. PLAN THE SECOND FARM FAMILY FALL FESTIVAL AND MEMBERSHIP DRIVE.

Discussion began at December 1993 meeting; decisions will be made at March meeting.

9. FACILITATE THE WORKSHOP OF “MOBILIZING FARM WOMEN FOR SAFETY AND HEALTH
PROMOTION” IN RALEIGH, NORTH CAROLINA.

Five community coordinators attended the conference on September 13-14, 1993 and facilitated a
workshop session. Proceedings from the conference will be published.

COMMUNITY ORGANIZATIONS AND SOLICIT THEIR MEMBERSHIP IN THE PARTNERSHIP.

Letters were written to 20 local civic organizations, explaining the Partnership and reque;ting tq
speak at their meetings. Slide presentation and/or table-top display hgue been gsed to give project
overview to 12 groups. Regional Coordinator participated in 10 interviews focusing on the

Partnership.

11. OFFER A 3-DAY FARMEDIC PROGRAM FOR EMS AND FIREFIGHTER PERSONNEL.
Program is scheduled for March 18-20, 1994, and planning is underway.

12. PLAN AND IMPLEMENT CONTINUING EDUCATION PROGRAMS FOR HEALTH-CARE
PROVIDERS.

Survey was sent to 181 physicians in Warren and Simpson counties, (36 responses) requesting
topics and the most appropriate time for the program. Planning is underway.

13. OFFER CPR TRAINING AND PESTICIDE SAFETY PROGRAMS FOR THE COMMUNITY
COORDINATORS.

Two Community Coordinators interviewed person from crop service and videotaped his
demonstration on pesticide safety equipment. Video was shown at December meeting.

14. DEVELOP THE FARM FAMILY HEALTH AND SAFETY DISCUSSION COURSE.

Twr:! steps that may help develop the course have been taken: (1) Community Coordinators areiate
designing a coloring book for elementary students ages 4-8; (2) nursing students plan to comp
a photonovel on pesticide exposure.

Extension personnel have been asked to submit articles for the newsletter. Farm Safety Specialist
made a farm visit, participated at the fall festival, and reviewed farm-walkabout videos submitted by
the Community Coordinators. Local Extension Agent for Home Economics presented two interviews
on local TV. Monthly meetings of the Board of Directors are held at the Extension Office.

DEVELOP PLANS FOR FUTURE FUNDING TO ENSURE SELF-SUSTAINING CAPACITY
AFTER KELLOGG FUNDING CEASES.

INCREASE THE USE OF CAMCORDERS AND SOUND METER BY THE COMMUNITY
COORDINATORS AND OTHER FARM WOMEN.

Before September 1, 1993, only one Community Coordinator had used the camcorders, and one
had used the sound meter on their farms. Since Project Year 2 began, six women checked out the
camcorders, and three have used the sound meter. Farm Safety Specialist visited one of the
coordinator’s farms at her request to video and discuss health and safety hazards. Three videos
have been submitted to Farm Safety Specialist for his review and summary of hazards. The
equipment has been used at special events; for example, the sound meter was used at the antique
tractor show, and activities were videotaped at fall festival.
