The council’s recommendations
differ from state requirements
in that the council's plan speci-
fies that the three math credits
consist of Algebra I, II and
geometry. The state’s two math
requirements include no specifics.

The council's science récom-
mendations specify one course in
biology and one in physics or
chemistry. The state has no
specific requirements.

The council's recommendation
also includes a social studies
course in world history, along
with the state's required course
in US. history. The state
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requires a course in citizenship,
which the council excludes.
Sutton said Western’s recom-
mendations include four credits
of English; two of math, includ-
ing one course of algebra and
the recommendation that college-
bound students take either
Algebra II or geométry; and
two each of science, including

either biology, physics or chem-

istry, and social studies, includ-

mendations won’t be nmdnnry 3

until - fall - 1985.
