The Herald and Talisman have
again been honored as among
the best in the country.

The Herald won the Pace-
maker from the Associated Col-

legiate Press for the second
consecutive year, and the Talis-

man won the highest honors in
yearbook journalism for the
seventh time in nine years. The
awards were announced Friday
at a convention in St. Louis.

Only four other newspapers
and two other yearbooks in the
country were awarded the Pace-
maker — the highest award in
collegiate journalism. .

“There's something to this
business of tradition,” said
David B. Whitaker, - university
publications director and journal-
ism department head.

“Every university does some
things better than it does others,’
Whitaker said. ‘I'd like to

think that one of the things that
Western does well is journalism?”

The other winning newspapers
were from Pepperdine Lhiversity
the University of Texas at Ar-
lington, Miami-Dade- Community
College-North and Milwaukee
Area Technical College. Among
the finalists in -the Herald's
region were the newspapers at
Indiana University, Ball State
Lhiversity and Central Michigan
Lhiversity.

The ,other winning yearbooks
were from Ball State and Pitts-
burg (Kan.) State Uhiversity.

“There were some decent
people we beat,” said = Bob
Adams, Herald adviser.

Whitaker and Adams said it is
unusual for a university's news-
paper and yearbook to win the
award the same year. The
Talisman staff had learned be-
fore the convention that the

had won a Pace-
maker, Adams said. But, he
said, lhe results of the news-
paper competition —
covered the 198182 year —
came as a surprise.

“We were more excited than
last year because we didnt
know ahead of time,” Adams
said. "“Of course, the first one's
pretty special, too.

“Tt certainly made a lot of
people happy.”

Whitaker praised the student
staff members and the journal-
ism faculty members who advise
them. “It's obvious that we
have quality students,” he said.
“We sure can't do this without
quality students.

“Our kids dont have to look
up to anybody.

K the proposal is approved by
the council late this month, it
will be considered by the Board
of Regents. K approved by the
board, it will pass to the state
RBiucation Department.

The proposal would affect
students enrolling in the pro-
gram after Sept. 1

The council's action follows a
recommendation by the  state
HRiucation Department two years
ago that state universities revise
teacher education programs to
include 74 requirements, which
include requirements on teach-
ing methods, control of the
classroom and coping with the
stress of professional and ethi-
cal behavior.

Westermn has been developing
the proposal since the state
began a fourphase process to
upgrade teacher certification
programs.

In the final phase, students

would be certified to teach dur-
ing a one-year trial basis. After
the probationary period,” they
would be certified for 10 years,
Ehglebright said. Students are
now certified for 10 years with-
out a probationary period, he
said. )

The state requires that all 74
requirements be included in
courses totaling 25. hours, but
Western’s program would place
them in six three-hour courses.
Students would also receive 10
hours credit for a2 12-week stu-
dent teaching session.
