COLLECTION NOTE

This collection consists mostly of original wills made in Warren County, Kentucky
between 1798 and 1881. Additional items in the collection include a few wills made in other
counties or states, and materials relating to wills such as executors’ renunciations and other
legal documents. This collection includes only a small portion of the original wills filed at
the Warren County, Kentucky courthouse from 1798-1915.

The wills are arranged alphabetically by surname in Box 1, Folders 1-6 and Box 2,
Folders 1-3. Box 2, Folder 4 contains a separate alphabetical arrangement of unrecorded wills
and documents pertaining to wills dating from 1826-1915. The surnames in this folder, together
with the location information, have been incorporated into the name index below.
