





The Kentucky Horse Park, a park dedicated to horses and to man's love for
horses, is located 39 miles west of Mt. Sterling near Lexington. The park, which
contains more than 1,000 acres of Kentucky Bluegrass, features the International
Museumn of the Horse; the Man O'War Memorial; an antique carriage display;
horseback and pony rides; walking farm tours; horse-drawn tours; planned
recreation; a restaurant; a gift shop; and a campground area, which offers
swimming, tennis, and planned activities. Numerous special events are held
year-round and include various horse shows, steeplechasing, dressage, polo
games, and three-day eventing.

Waveland State Shrine, 39 miles west of Mt. Sterling near Lexington,
features an 1847 Greek Revival mansion depicting Kentucky lifestyles from the
days of early settlers to the antebellum era of gentility and elegance as well as
the Civil War and postwar periods. The shrine also includes the Kentucky Life
Museum and a plantation village on ten acres with many shops and displays.

Carter Caves State Resort Park, 55 miles northeast of Mt. Sterling,
provides a restful atmosphere with its mountain wildflowers, a rippling stream,
the underground wonders of three caves, a lodge, a restaurant, and a gift shop.
Recreational facilities available include something for the whole family with
playgrounds, two swimming pools (one Olympic-size), tennis courts, shuffleboard,
a 9-hole golf course, boating, fishing, horseback riding, picnicking, and cave
tours.
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COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENTS

Recent

Midland Trail Industrial Park, located just east of Mt. Sterling on U. S. 60,
is a multi-county industrial park site developed by the Mt. Sterling-Montgomery
County Industrial Foundation. The park contains 179 acres of land available for
industrial use with all utilities and rail service available on-site. Bob's Food
Service, a regional food distribution, recently became the first occupant of
Midland Trail Industrial Park.

The Mt. Sterling Water and Sewer System recently moved into a new
$150,000 office building.

The Mt. Sterling Water and Sewer System has extended water and sewer
service to the Gardens Springs Subdivision.

The Montgomery County Ambulance Service has purchased a new $22,000
ambulance.

The Montgomery County Fire Department has upgraded its radio system.
Also a new fire station was built at Judy, 5 miles from Mt. Sterling.

The Montgomery County School System recently introduced a new micro
computer instructional program. The school system also purchased four new
school buses during the 1982-83 school year.

In October of 1982, the Gateway Juvenile Diversion Project was started in
Mt. Sterling. The project, administered by the Gateway Area Development
District in association with the Kentucky Association of Counties, is a pilot
project designed to provide pre-trial alternatives to incarceration in adult jails
and lockups for juvenile offenders. The Gateway Juvenile Diversion Project
serves Mt. Sterling, Montgomery County and six other counties.

The Windsor Care Center recently completed an $135,000 expansion
project. Included in the project was the addition of recreation space, meeting
rooms, outdoor recreation space, physical and speech therapy, and social
services.

The Cave Run Clinic recently moved into larger, more modern office
facilities.

The Mt. Sterling-Montgomery County Recreation Commission completed
the construction of a new junior Olympic-size pool and new offices for the
commission. Total cost of the project was $240,000.

Under Way
Currently under way by the Mt. Sterling Water and Sewer System is a $2.5

million project to reroute the water and sewer lines around the construction of
the Mt. Sterling Bypass.
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The western portion of the Mt. Sterling Bypass from Kentucky 11 South to
U. S. 460 North has been completed. The remaining portion from Kentucky 11
South to U. S. 60 West is currently under construction and is scheduled to be
completed in the fall of 1983.

The Tenny Hill Neighborhood Strategy Area Housing and Urban
Development Project to rehabilitate the Tenny Hill Avenue area in the squtheast
section of Mt. Sterling is currently under way. The $2.7 million project involves
the rehabilitation of approximately 120 houses, the acquisition of 19 parcels of
land to be used for a housing development, the reconstruction of 9 streets in the
target area, the acquisition and renovation of a gynmasium into a community
center, and the construction of a park.

The Montgomery County Rescue Squad and Disaster and Emergency
Services are in the process of installing a rain gauge emergency system to
monitor for flood control of Montgomery, Menifee and Bath Counties.

Planned

A commercial scale plant for mining and processing oil shale and the
subsequent production of upgrade shale oil is planned for Means, Kentucky, 10
miles southeast of Mt. Sterling. The $1 billion project, which is estimated to
employ 2,400 during peak construction and 750 during regular operations, is
planned to begin in the spring of 1985.

Future plans for Mt. Sterling Water and Sewer System include: the sale of
water to the City of Camargo and the Montgomery County Water District #1,
the replacement and rehabilitation of sewer mains through the city in 1984, and
the construction of a new 500,000-gallon elevated storage tank.

The Montgomery County Board of Education recently approved plans for
the construction of an 1,100-student middle school. The $2 million project is to
start in the summer of 1983 and to be completed in the fall of 1984.

The Mt. Sterling-Montgomery County Airport has acquired the land for the
future construction of a second runway which can accommodate small jets.

There are plans to build a new public library.
There are plans to develop a 32-unit housing project for the elderly.

A number of buildings in downtown Mt. Sterling have been slated for
historic renovation and preservation.
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
