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RECREATION

The citizens of Harrodsburg and Mercer County have access to a wide variety of recreational
opportunities. The local YMCA manages the five city parks in addition to its own facility, which houses a
gymnasium, a co-ed weight room, and offices.

Facilities at Lions Park include the Harrodsburg Community Center, with conference and meeting room
areas designed to accommodate over 300 people, and three lighted tennis courts.

Young's Park features a picnic area with tables and grills, a large shelter house that can be rented for
group activities, and a creative playground. The Salt River Park contains a shelter house and picnic areas.

Sportleigh Field offers baseball and football fields for use by Little League and Babe Ruth teams, and
West Lane Park has a soccer field, a lighted softball field, and community meeting rooms. Other public
recreational facilities in Harrodsburg include a municipal swimming pool, several tot lots, two tennis courts, and
three baseball diamonds located at the public schools. Private recreational offerings include several swimming
pools, a golf course, and a driving range.

The Beaumont Inn is one of Harrodsburg's most famous attractions. The antebellum structure serves as
an historic country inn with antique furnishings, modern recreational facilities, a dining room specializing in
southern delicacies, and a gift shop.

The Bright Leaf Resort, also a noted local attraction, features a modern 36-hole golf course, a lighted par-
three course, and a health spa on the premises.

Old Fort Harrod State Park is a 28-acre park in Harrodsburg that features a full-scale repoduction of the
original Fort Harrod. The park also contains the log cabin where Abraham Lincoln's parents were wed, the
Mansion Museum which houses mementos associated with the great perioods of Kentucky history, a pioneer
cemeetery, and a federal monument dedicated to pioneers. The "Legend of Daniel Boone" is an excellent outdoor
drama which is performed at the Old Fort Amphitheater during the summer months.

Herrington Lake, near Harrodsburg, was developed by the Kentucky Utilities Company in 1925. Dix
River dam near Pleasant Hill is located on the 3,600-acre lake. Fishing, boating, and swimming can all be
enjoyed on the lake.

Pleasant Hill, a restored Shaker Village located seven miles northeast of Harrodsburg, is a National
Historic Landmark. Over 20 buildings and grounds have been restored to display unique Shaker skills in furniture
making, crafts, and architecture. Dining rooms, lodging, craft shops, and seasonal festivals and plays are offered.
Pleasannt Hill recently acquired an additional 16,000 acres which will be developed into a recreated Shaker Farm.
The West Lot Conference Center nd West Family Wash House meeting facility offered ideal settings for
workshops, retreats, and seminars. Services provided include meeting and recreption set-up, audiovisual
equipment, and coordination of leisure activities.

A new public community park is presently being developed near Harrodsburg. The Anderson-Dean
Community Park onsists of 212 acres and offers a two-mile walking trail, four basketball courts, five baseball
fields, two softball fields, four soccer fields, a football field, frisbee golf course, 3 children’s playgrounds, tennis
courts, a volleyball field, and 2 shelter houses. A modern Senior Citizens Center is also located at the park.

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APPENDIX A - DEFINITIONS

Geographic definition of the labor market area

A county’s labor market area is defined as the base county, adjacent counties, and any other major
commuting counties. Adjacency is used to define the labor market area primarily because of the small size of
Kentucky’s counties. The major commuting counties are defined from the point of view of the base county.
Major commuting counties are those counties that comprise 90% of the base county’s total commuters. The
source of the commuting patterns is the 1990 journey-to-work data available from the U.S. Department of
Commerce, Bureau of Economic Analysis.

Example — Logan County

To determine the labor market area for Logan County the following steps are taken. First, the counties
with workers commuting into Logan county are listed in ascending order (see the table below). The cumulative
percent is calculated. Next, all counties that comprise up to 90% of the commuters are included in the labor
market area (actually the cut-off will be the county that breaks the 90% threshold — Montgomery County, TN at
92.6% in this case). Although Robertson is not a major commuter county, it is included since it is adjacent. The
Logan County labor market is then comprised of the seven bold-faced counties in the table below.

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Potential Labor Supply

The potential labor supply is an estimate of those persons not classified as in the labor force (not
employed and not unemployed), but who want a job. The assumption is that people not in the labor force at the
local level would like a job at the same rate as the nation. The U.S. Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor
Statistics provides national, yearly estimates of the percent of the people not in the labor force who want a job.
This percent is applied to the county-level number of people not in the labor force.

Underemployed

Wholesale/retail trade and non-professional services have historically paid low wages. The assumption is
that workers in these industries would take higher paying jobs if they were available. Non-professional services
excludes Miscellaneous Repair Services (SIC 7600), Health Services (SIC 8000), Legal Services (SIC 8100), and
Engineering and Management Services (SIC 8700).

Total Available Labor

Total available labor is the sum of the number of unemployed, potential labor supply, and
underemployed. Please note that the number of unemployed is the only generally accepted measure of labor
availability. The other concepts are weaker measures and should be used with caution.
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
