LOCAL MANUFACTURING PLANTS:
There are no manufacturing plants in Vine Grove at the present time.
TRANSPORTATION:

Rail: The Illinois Central Gulf Railroad serves Vine Grove with two northbound and two southbound
through freights, seven days a week. Siding space for approximately five cars, team track and switching
services are available at Vine Grove. The nearest piggyback facilities are located in Louisville, 37 miles
from Vine Grove.

Highways: Vine Grove is located on Kentucky Highway 144, four miles west of U.S. 31W. U.S. 31W, a
"AAA" rated (80,000-pound gross load limit) trucking highway, provides access to five major highways:
Interstate 65, Western Kentucky Parkway, and Blue Grass Parkway in Elizabethtown, 15 miles south of

Vine Grove, and Interstate 64 and Interstate 71 in Louisville, 37 miles northeast of Vine Grove.

Truck: McLean Trucking Company and Old Dominion Freight Line, Inc., provides interstate motor carrier
service to Vine Grove. In addition, interstate and intrastate service is provided by Bestway Express, Inc.,
Leaseway Express, Majors Transit, Inc., Overnite Transportation Company, Smith's Transfer Corporation,
and Thurston Motor Lines, Inc.

Water: Vine Grove is located 37 miles southwest of Louisville, where the Louisville and Jefferson County
Riverport Authority has been designated as a Foreign Trade Zone and offers complete U.S. Customs
services for imports and exports. A nine-foot navigation channel is maintained along the Ohio River.

Air: The nearest commercial airport is Standiford Field at Louisville, 37 miles northeast of Vine Grove.
Airlines serving the airport are Delta, Eastern, Ozark, Piedmont, TWA, United, USAir, Allegheny
Commuter, Comair, and Florida Express. The Elizabethtown Municipal Airport, 15 miles southeast of
Vine Grove, has a 5,000-foot paved runway.

UTILITIES:

Electricity: Vine Grove and parts of Hardin County are served by the Kentucky Utilities Company, an
electric generation and transmission company. The northern portion of Hardin County is served by the
Louisville Gas and Electric Company. Hardin County is also served by the Nolin RECC, whose source of
power is East Kentucky Power Cooperative.

Natural Gas: Louisville Gas and Electric Company provides natural gas service to Vine Grove. The source
of supply is Texas Gas Resources Corporation.

Other Fuels: Propane and distillate fuel oil are available from distributors in Hardin County. In addition,
industrial supplies are available from distributors in Louisville, 37 miles from Vine Grove.

WATER AND SEWERAGE:

Water: Vine Grove Water and Sewer Company serves the community. The sources of raw water are Brushy
Fork Creek, Otter Creek and Peck Springs. The treatment plant capacity is 360,000 gallons per day and
average daily consumption is 240,000 gallons. The storage capacity is 476,000 gallons.

Sewerage: The Vine Grove Water and Sewer Company provides service to the community. The design
capacity of the treatment plant is 110,000 gallons per day and the plant is operating at capacity. The
treatment plant provides primary treatment. Construction is to begin in Fall 1985 on a new treatment
plant. The design capacity at the new treatment plant will be 715,000 gallons per day and the treatment
will be tertiary. Construction is scheduled to be completed in Fall 1987.

GOYERNMENT STRUCTURE:

City: Vine Grove has a mayor elected to a four-year term and six council persons elected to two-year
terms.

County: Hardin County is served by a county judge/executive and eight magistrates elected to four-year
terms.

EDUCATION: Vine Grove is served by the Hardin County School System. Total enrollment in the Hardin
County school as of Spring 1984 was 10,056, with 5,135 elementary, 2,131 junior high and 2,790 high school
students. Vocational educational training is available at the Elizabethtown State Vocational-Technical
School in Elizabethtown, 15 miles southeast, and Bullitt County Area Vocational Center in Shepherdsville,
approximately 32 miles northeast of Vine Grove.



COMMUNICATIONS:

Telephone: The Brandenburg Telephbne Company provides standard telephone service to Vine Grove.

Telegraph: Western Union counter service is available at Elizabethtown, 15 miles distant. Also, a toll-free
number, 1-800-325-5100, is provided by Western Union.

Newspaper: Hardin County is served by two newspapers. The Sentinel is published weekly in Radcliff, with
a circulation of 4,200, and the News-Enterprise is published daily in Elizabethtown, with a circulation of
approximately 16,400.

Radio Station: There are five radio stations in Hardin County, WIEL-AM, WKMO-FM, and WQXE-FM
located in Elizabethtown, plus WSAC-AM and WWKK-FM at Fort Knox.

Television: Most major networks are received by cable from Louisville and Bowling Green, Kentucky.
OTHER LOCAL FACILITIES:

Hospitals: The Hardin Memorial Hospital, located in Elizabethtown, 15 miles southeast, maintains 197
acute care and 9 psychiatric care beds. In addition, 16 hospitals are located in Louisville, including
Humana Southwest, located approximately 25 miles northeast of Vine Grove.

Churches: Most major denominations are represented in Vine Grove. They include Baptist, Catholic,
Christian and Methodist.

Financial Institutions: Farmers Bank of Vine Grove serves the community. Additional banking, savings and
loan associations are available in Hardin County.

RECREATION:

E. P. "Tom™ Sawyer State Park, approximately 50 miles northeast of Vine Grove, is located near
Louisville. Recreational facilities include an outdoor Olympic-size pool, a bathhouse, 12 lighted tennis
courts, a picnic area, an archery range, and soccer fields. Planned recreation and a playground are offered
year-round. Indoor facilities are available for basketball, volleyball, exercise classes, dance classes and
various other events.

Louisville, 37 miles northeast of Vine Grove, provides a wide variety of recreational opportunities.
The most noted recreational event in Louisville is the Kentucky Derby at Churchill Downs. The "Run for
the Roses" is the oldest continuously held horse race in the United States. Other attractions include:
Kentucky Center for the Arts, Macauley Theatre, Actors Theatre of Louisville, Louisville Children's
Theatre, the Louisville Bach Society, the Louisville Orchestra, the Louisville Ballet, the Kentucky Opera
Association, several museums, the Louisville Zoological Gardens, University of Louisville sporting events,
rock concerts, and the "Belle of Louisville" sternwheeler.

Bernheim Forest Arboretum and MNature Center, located 36 miles northeast of Vine Grove, is a
privately endowed 10,000-acre forest and wildlife refuge. The area contains over 1,400 labeled varieties of
plants, trees and shrubs; ornamental gardens; a museum; nature trails and waterfowl ponds.
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
