SAUNDERS

"Whereas a Certain -- Caradine, of Logan County Kentucky,
who was in company with Jesse Saunders when said Sanders [sic]
was killed by the Indians and the same Caredine [sic] having
taken into his custody two of the said Jesse Saunder's horses
and sold them or otherwise disposed of them. Now Know Ye that I
John Saunders, Administrator of the Estate of the said Jesse
Saunders Deceased do by these presents Constitute and appoint
James Saunders of the County of Barren and State of Kentucky my
true and lawful Attorney for me and in my name and Stead (and to
my use) to call on the said Caredine for the amount of the
sale or sales, price or value of the horses of the said Jesse
Saunders Decd aforesaid so taken and sold or disposed of by the
said --- Caredine, and do by these presence authorise my said
Attorney to adjust, settle and compromise with him the said ---
Caredine, in any way he may think most Suitable or expedient
also to sue and prosecute to Judgement &c also to give any
receipt or receipts for the same when received, and further to
do, execute, and perform all manner of acts and things for the
spedy [sic] adjustment and recovery of the same as fully and
compleatly [sic] as if it were herein expressly directed and
allowed hereby ratifying and confirming whatever any said
Attorney shall lawfully do in and about the premises. In Witness
whereof I the said John Saunders have hereunto set my hand and
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Seal this 10th day of January 1814. /s/ John Sanders [Seall],
Administrator of Jesse Saunders Decd."

DAWSOX

"Know all men men [sic] by these presents that I John
Dawson of the County of Barren and State of Kentucky for divers
good Causes in thereto moving have nominated and appointed Henry
Renick of the County and State aforesaid my true and lawful
Attorney for me and in my name and Stead to demand and receive
of the paymaster or other person or persons appointed for that
purpose all my wages which are due to me as a soldier in the
fifth Regiment of Mounted Militia under Governor Isaac Shelby in
the expedition to Canada and I do by these presents Vest my said
Attorney with full power and authority to Receive & receipt for
the same and to do all manner of acts & things that I could do
in the above premises. In Testimony where I have hereunto Set my
hand and Seal this 5th day of October 1814. /s/ John Dawson

whatever money which may be due to me by Charles C. Robertson of

ONE WILLLANS FANILY

Milton Richard Williams, born 26 February, 1833, died in Barren
Co., Ky. 14 July, 1900, married Mary Jane Martin, born 18 May,
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1832, died 12 August 1907 in Barren Co. KY. Evidently both
Milton Richard Williams and Mary Jane were born in Cumberland
Co. and perhaps married there. At some point in time, the family
moved to Barren Co. Their children were:

(1) Ida Williams, married first Mansfield; second, Scott
Lee. No issue of the second marriage. Children of her
first marriage:

a. Morris Mansfield. He lived in Morgantown, KY.
b. Milton Mansfield

c. Joe or Jay Mansfield

(2) Mary Ann "Molly" Williams, born 30 May 1854, died 1

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MISSING PEOPLE'S UPDATE!

We would like to thank all those who have responded to our
call for help in identifying the people shown as having died in
Barren County, and our being unable to locate the burial site.
You have been most helpful and provided some wonderful
information! As an explanation, some of the names provided, we
were quite confident as to their burial locations, but if there
was a date that didn't match, or the name was spelled
differently, we wanted to be sure it was the same individual.
Here are some of the replies we received as we feel the
information is quite important.

William James Milburn

Born 6 April 1834, died 19 May 1918. "Partial History of
John Milburn and His Descendants", William and Irma Lampton,
1995, pg 167. James William Milburn (no further information) m.
Hannah Eliza Haile; their daughter Mary J. Milburn, b. 27 Apr
1857 Washington Co. TN, m. 20 May 1883 Green Co. TN, George a:
Milburn, b. 20 Jun 1862, d. 25 Nov 1940, son of Rev. William
Elbert Milburn, Sarah Ann Creamer/Kramer. According to IGI
records: Louisa Florence Milburn, b 4 Jun 1866 Barren Co. KY,
dau of James William Milburn, Hanna Eliza Haile; md 8 Dec 1900
Barren Co KY, J. C. Baraton. Everett James Decatur Milburn, b 14
Feb 1872 Monroe Co KY, son of James William Milburn and Hannah
Eliza Hale [sic]. KY Death certificate #12250/18 shows William
James Milburn, b 6 Apr 1834 TN, parents: don't know; d. 19 May
1918 Glasgow, Barren, Co., buried Fountain Run, Undertaker: W.
D. Judan (Jourdan) & Co; info by Mrs. M. E. Eaton of Fountain
Run. The 1880 Census for Barren Co, ed 12, pg 4, Tracy District,
#4 shows William J. Milburn 44, born TN. Wife, Hannah E, 47,
born TN. Children: Mary J., 33, born TN; William H. 19, born
KY; Louiza F, 12, born KY; Julia M, 11, born KY; Eliza D, 9,
born KY, Everett D., 7, born KY and Samuel L. Hall, 18, born TN,
boarder. This was graciously contributed by Betty Rotwing
Darnell, 204 Hartford Dr., Mt. Washington, KY 40047-7119 who
noted that her husband has Milburn ancestry in Hardin, Grayson
and Washington Co, KY.

Lizzie Mayo

Marlon J. Bishop, 5200 Commanche Vista Trail, Granbury, TX 76049
provided the following information:

SARAH ELIZABETH STOUT, often referred to as "Lizzie" by
her friends and relatives, was a daughter of Perry Stout and
Mary Jane Williamson. Sarah was born September 3, 1861, in
Barren County, Kentucky. In 1883, Sarah married John E. Mayo, a
son of Martin Mayo and Mary A. Beckness. John was born June 17,
1856 in Barren County following the family move from Hawkins
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County, Tennessee. Following their marriage, John and Sarah

parented eight children, however, only four apparently survived
beyond their childhood years.

Lillian D. Born 12 Apr 1892 (cemetery headstone date,
1900 US Census shows a birth date of May).

Emma L. Born in March, 1895.

Perry Brent Born September 30, 1899 (per headstone,

1900 US Census shows 1898)

Lillian D. married Jim Button September 29, 1915 in Barren
County. He was a son of Dee and Elizabeth Button. Emma L.
married William M. Troxail December 23, 1917 in Barren Co; he
was a son of J. W. and Elizabeth Troxail. Perry Brent never
married and died February 22, 1925 according to official KY
death records; however, his headstone apparently shows a date of
February 26, 1925.

U S Census records indicate that John E. Mayc and his wife
Sarah Elizabeth Stout lived in Barren County all of their lives.
Sarah died November 16, 1925 and John died February 27, 1932.
Sarah Elizabeth, her husband, John E. Mayo, their son Perry
Brent and their daughters Lillian D. and Emma L., with their
husbands and members of their families are buried in the Peden
Cemetery located in the Falling Timbers Section of Barren
County. According to Kentucky Death Records John E. Mayo is
listed in Vol. 006, certificate 02549; Sarah Elizabeth Mayo is
in Vol 52, Certificate 25750; Perry Brent Mayo Vol 6,
certificate 02767.

Mary A. Jump

Joyce Stover, 387 Stover Road, Burkesville, KY 42717
provided the following information in the hopes that it would
help other researchers. Mary A. Jump died 1 July, 1922, buried
in the Logan Cemetery in Barren County. She is a descendant of
Garrott Williams and Sarah Lanier.

Milton Richard Williams was the son of John Osborne
Williams and Louisa Eliza Walthall. John Osborne was born 19
March 1801 in Henry County, VA; died 10 Dec 1854 in Cumberland
Co; married Louilisa on 14 Dec 1825 in Nelson Co KY. Louisa was
born 20 November 1804 VA; died 8 Aug 1859 Cumberland Co. She was
the daughter of Richard Walthall and Sally Hicks.

John Osborne Williams was the son of Osborne Williams,
born 10 May 1773, the oldest child of Garrott Williams and Sally
Lanier. Osborne died 24 Sept 1854 and is buried in the Williams
Cemetery in the Leslie community of Cumbrland Co. His wife,
Sally Wade (daughter of Ballinger Wade and Sally Watts) was born
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2 or 23 February 1778 in Henry Co VA; died 29 Oct 1846 or 1848.
They married 27 Feb or 2 March 1797 in Henry Co VA.

I don't know any earlier lines of Garrott's ancestors, but
he was born ca 1755, probably in VA; died after 1824 and before
1830 in Cumberland Co. KY. Sally, his wife was born about the
same time and died about 1808 in Brunswick or Henry Co VA, the
daughter of Lemuel Lanier.

August 3, 1996 was a very special day for members of the
General Ben Hardin Helm Camp and Emilie Todd Helm Chapter. On that i
day, the headstones for Col. Joseph Nuckols & and Andrew Jackson I
“Jack" Russell were installed at the City Cemetery in Glasgow. Kentucky.

Representatives of both groups, as well as volunteers from the
John Hunt Morgan Camp and the John C. Breckinridge Camp, met with
Cemetery Director Paul Bragg to determine the proper placement of the
new stones. Others on hand for the installation were Mr. Donald Nuckols,
Mr. Jimmie Simmons, Miss Mary Frances Russell, and her cousin, Mrs-
Gartwright. Mok Ld Clianhbeata: &,

After a short break for lunch, everyone met again at the
cemetery to dedicate both the new stones and the headstone erected last
fall in memory of Asa Lewis whose grave location is unknown. Also joining
the group was Asa’s great niece, Mrs. Sallie Moulder, and her brother and
sister-in-law. It was Mrs. Moulder who gave permission for Asa's stone to
be erected and who paid for the inscription on the reverse side.

At the grave of Jack Russell, GBHH Commander Tim Bowman
spoke of the 4th Kentuckian and his service as a member of the 1st [
Kentucky Brigade. Captured at Shiloh and wounded at Resaca, the
young man who was raised by the Shakers after the death of his parents
proved to be a good soldier. He obviously took pride in his wartime
participation since he owned and preserved for posterity a gray jacket
reminiscent of his army uniform - a jacket that he wore to U.C.V. reunions.
A wreath was laid at the grave by Miss Russell and GBHH member Chris
Long, who portrays Jack Russell at reenactments as a member of today's
4th Kentucky Infantry

The crowd then moved to the memcrial stone for Asa Lewis
where ETH President Darlene Mercer spoke about the cruel death of the
young 6th Kentuckian. Asa, whose record up until Dec. of 1862 was
exceptional, was arrested and charged with desertion when he left the
army to see to the welfare of his family. His death by firing squad on the
day after Christmas left his comrades sickened and with a personal
animosity towards Braxton Bragg that never eased. Miss Moulder and her
sister-in-law laid the wreath at Asa's stone. which insures that though his . ‘ »

At Joseph Nuckols' grave, GBHH Chaplain
Gary Belk gave an excellent description of the
generous, noble and soldierly Col. whose integrity was
such that he would not allow members of the State
Guard on their way South to leave Kentucky with the
arms and accouterments issued them. Nuckols had
the equipment boxed up and delivered to the Barren
County Judge, even knowing his Unionist sympathies
and that the weapons would almost assuredly be used
against the Confederacy. Donald Nuckols placed the
wreath in honor of his relative and the crowd moved on
to the ceremony’s conclusion

It would have been unthinkable to honor
members of the “Orphan Brigade” in the cemetery
where their last commander lies without paying
homage to him as well, so the final stop of the day was
at the grave of General Joseph Horace Lewis. With
cbﬁngwn@svonuheGBHHComnmnd@andavmmy
salute fired by uniformed reenactors (all of whom are
also 5.C.V. members), a memorial wreath was laid by
Michele Cull & Brenda Waters of the ETH Chapter of
the OCR The service then was dismissed

the Emilie Todd Helm Chapter wish to extend their
deepest and most heartfelt thanks to the family
members who traveled so far to be with us on that day
Their presence made the ceremony all the more
