This study addressed both moral judgment and moral sensitivity. However, as Rest
(1986) explained, there are four components of moral development. Future research should
incorporate measures of moral motivation and moral implementation when looking at the role of
major in moral development. Moral motivation and implementation seem to be important
concerns within the education field because teachers must not only make moral judgments but
must be motivated and able to follow through with the appropriate actions. It would be beneficial
to understand how these components relate to classroom functioning of teachers.
Conclusion

In sum, this study found minimal differences in most of the considered indices of moral
development among different academic majors. Important distinctions were seen in human
rights attitudes, however. The findings of this study also indicated differences among majors in
the way moral developmental variables refated to human rights attitudes. This finding could be
important in considering the moral functioning of teachers within the classroom. Based upon the
results of this study, moral developmental differences among academic majors is an area needing

further research.
