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Ro was clected Sheriff in 1618, and re-elscted in 1820, and 1622,
thus servin: six years. In 1224 hus .as elocted end served in the State
Senato for four y:ars; he was aulso elect:d and served ug & membar o the
convention to review ths Constitution in 1847-48,

e resided in Carmi from tiae fall of 1316 to the spring in 1829,
when he removed to a furm, fiv; miles .est of Curmi, where his numerous
fanily of boys l:arred to c:ltivaisc tha soil and were trained to hebits of
industry and ecconomy. He moved Lack to town in 1831, ard kept a hotel and
the far;y for about 18 months, when he returned to hié farm, where he romained
until the fall of 1847, Dy this time his lerge faunily had dispersed and
the old couple finding it lonely, agﬁin returnod to Carmi,

Ho was nppainted Ve5e Ponslon Azont in 1631, end held the office

until 1842, whon he was order=d by the Departacnt to remove his office to i

.Springfield; this he could not de conviently, 50 he resipned. In 1836 e law
was euacted prohibiting any compensation being allowed for paying pensions,
80 he held the office six years ﬁithuut rey. XMany yesars efterwards,
that is in 1853, a Special Act was passed, through the exertions of his
son, cgrségl mainly, who speat four sessions of Congress at Washington,
given the usuel 2llowaace of two per cent on his disturgenents,

He was the only meil contractor in that section for many
years. From January 1825 to 1329 he had the coutrsot to carry mail from
Shawneetown through Carmi end Fairfield to Vandalin and return omcs a
week, and his oldest son, Williamh, then only about 12 years old, was
the cerrier, It took some six days to make the trip, thus -ivierg but
unalday rest; it soon proved toos much for so yﬁu:z & child and an
assistent was exployed ia the persoz lf Ira Haynes,

In 1829 the route was shortened and laft Marysville instead of
Vandalie. The former was then the County Seat of Clay County. In 1832

the service was increased to twice a week in two horse stages from

Shamneetown to Carmi. All his sons as thay grew up were put to riding

In 1333 the
sorvice w s apgain advanced ts a four horse siage threo times a wesk, and

the route was let from Shawzestown throuch Carmi, Grayville and Mt,

" Carmel to Vincennes, Then the contract ended on the 30th dey of June,

1642, he gave up the busiresa. From 1840 to 1848 he was & full partner
with hia son Fllliam in the store under the firm name of D& ¥W. 8.
Hay. At the latter date he turned over his interest in the business to

his eon Milliam and took his written obligation to sunport his parents

the balance of their lives. an oblipation he faithfilly performed, though

the son died many years before the mother, surviving his father uﬁly
three years,

After he resigned as Pension Azent 1842, he turned his l*tent-
fon tn prosecuting claims for many persn&l. and nade & good deal of

money in thut way, as the fees were quite liberal. In ome case for a

- pension he obtained for sn old lady in Cineinnatti, hés fee was $300.00.

He did in 185_ et the apge of 73, universally beloved; he was regarded by
all who Jmew him as one of the bost men, noble and generous, often too
generous for his own personaly gzood.
