COLLECTION 

  
 This collection consists chiefly of original mid-nineteenth century correspondence from 

the Frazer and Jewell families of south central Kentucky. There are eight courtship letters, 1833-
1835, from Edmund H. Curd, Waidsboro [Wadesboro], Calloway County, Kentucky, to Ermine 

C. Frazer, Columbia, Adair County, Kentucky.  Miss Frazer eventually married Dr. George M. 
Page in 1837 and moved to Barren County, Kentucky.  The collection includes seven letters to 
her at home there, 1848-1852, from her sisters.  Ann Elizabeth Page, daughter of Ermine and 

George Page, married John Fielding Fant Jewell of, Barren County, Kentucky in 1860.  John F. 
F. Jewell was a successful merchant, landowner and the postmaster of Pageville, Barren 

County, Kentucky.  The collection includes two 1865 letters from Jewell, on business in 

Louisville, Kentucky, to his wife.  Also included are:  an 1880 commencement program from 

Liberty College, Glasgow, Kentucky; an invitation to the 1881 wedding of Anna Cora Jewell, 
daughter of John F. F. Jewell and Ann Elizabeth (Page) Jewell, to S. W. Claypool; a broadside 

of the John F. F. Jewell estate sale, 1896; family photographs; and news clippings related to the 
Jewell and Page families.
