When we talk about communica­
tion between our fFC and their member 
fraternities, I am talking not only of the 
written and spoken word, but of group 
actions, the activities and programs of the 
IFC and of the fraternities at the univeFsity 
which may be observed.

Lead­
ership must be exercised by every fratern­
ity member to keep, not just his brothers, 
but all greeks, fully aware of their respon­
sibility.
