








Middle loss upsets
possible UK rematch

consistent outside shooter.

Haskins said Western needs
three other players — a 65 or 6-7
swing man who can shoot, a con-
sistent outside shooter who can hit
{rom 16 to 18 feet and "‘after that
the best athlete we can get."

One of those players could be
North Hardin standout Robbie
Valentine. Haskins said Val
has narrowed his choice to
Louisville or Western, Valentine
had orginally planned to decide in
February, but has delayed the
decision until the end of the season,

Dennis Johnson, a 6-2 guard who
transferred from lowa, will be
eligible next year. Johnson is
expected to fill Dildy's role.

Starters Bobby Jones and Tony
Wilson return and White should
move into the starting lineup,
preferably at forward.

Johnny Taylor, Carver, Ken
Gambrel and Ken Hatcher also will
see exténsive playing time.

Western’s first year in the Sun
Belt can be successful — if Haskins
and his staff can sign the players it
needs
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Middle Tennessee not only
spoiled Western's final Ohio Valley
Conference game, but upset a
possible rematch between Western
and the University of Kentucky.

Western — not Middle — was
supposed to be UK's first opponent
in the National Collegiate Athletic
Association tournament.

And Haskins — not Middle coach
Stan Simpson — was supposed to
be in Lexington March 7 for a spot

on ‘CBS during the pairings an-

nouncement.

But Middle — not Western — got
to have the fun as the Wildcats —
er, pussycats — fell 50-44.

So, instead of having a chance to
be 20 against UK (Western beat
the Lexington team 107-83 in 1971)
and giving the Toppers a shot at
avenging an early season loss to
Louisville, Western watched as
Simpson gave the OVC some
reasons to cheer at a time when it
was trying to forget how !‘the new
OVC" will survive.

The NCAA tournament also
brought Western a little exposure it
didn’t expect.

Western's Hundred Club pur-
chased 1,000 tickets to the Mideast
Regional's first round in
Indianapolis, Ind., and 1,200 tickets
for the games in Nashville, Tenn,

After Western didn't get a bid,
the club was left with $44,000 worth
of tickets. The Indianapolis folks
were glad to get the tickets back.
Somebody decided that the
possible Kentucky-Louisville game
would make the Nashville tickets
valuable.

The tickets were sold to Dan
Davis, whose company Sponsors
the Wendy's Classic, and he began
bargaining for teams to fill future
Wendy's Classic fields.

His first choice was Kentucky.
UK Assistant Coach Joe Dean Jr,
called .Gary ‘West, Hundred Club
executive director, and an offer
was .made that included 1,000
tickets at face value ($20,000) and
an appearance by UK in the
Wendy's Classic in 1983, '84 or '85.

When UK turned down ‘the
proposal, Davis offered all 1,200
tickets to Louisville.

U of L atcepted, got the tickels
and agreed to play in the 1984
Wendy's tourney.

Everything was legal — this
time.
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On a related note, Georgetown
may not play Evansville in the '82
Wendy's tourney.

Davis said Georgetown doesn't
want to play Evansville because
the Purple Aces would have a lot of
fans. He said Billy Packer of CBS
is trying to talk Georgetown into
accepting the game.

Davis said there are two or three
possible  replacements  for
Evansville, “They have the right to
approve their opponent. (We are)
Lrying to get everybody to agree.”

Possible teams are Tennessee
State, -Middle Tennessee and

Murray, Davis said.
Georgetown evidently wants a
neutral site and an easy win,
