More than 700 miles and 60
degrees separated the cities of
Venice, Fla., and Bowling Green
last week.

While Bowling Green resi-
dents endured 20-degree weath-
er and prepared for snowfall,
Coach Bill Powell and 19 swim-
mers enjoyed temperatures as
high as 80 degrees in Florida,

“We had perfect weather,”
Powell said. “There wasn't a
cloud in the sky and being on the
Gulf coast just made It more
beautiful.” :

As perfect as the weather
may have been, it didn't subtract
from the amount of work the
team put in every day from Dec.
27 through Friday.

The Toppers spent four hours
a day, two hours in the morning
and two hours in the evening,
training in an Olympic-size pool.

Despile the training
schedule, Powell was pleased
with his swimmers' work ethic
and attitude.

“This was one of the best
trainings we've had here,” he
said. “The hard work didn't get
them down, and we kept every-
one's spirits up.”

When the team wasn't prac-
ticing, they relaxed on the beach
or watched television in a well-
furnished hotel that included a
kitéhen and other accessories.
