BIOGRAPHICAL NOTE

Mildred C. Allen, the daughter of Charles Helm Allen (1859-1947) and Sarah Carson
(Clarke) Allen (1860-1944) was born on 20 November 1888. Her siblings included Bena (Allen)
Farnsworth (1884-1981) and Martha Hines (Allen) Walton. She died in Bowling Green,
Kentucky on 12 December 1978.
