Rogers was given first ald on the
spot by Coach “Doc™ Stansbury. first
ald specialist, When Mliss Redd-the
college nurse arrived on the scene
of the accident, it was decided to
take him to the hospital Jmmedi-
ately.

The water from the fountain had
scalded the Inside of his mouth be- |
yond recognition, The escaping |
Bteam has scalded his face and neck |
to such an extent that It was neces- |
sary to remove him to the hospital |
with the ulmost care.

Four other students .Darleen
Wells, May Pass, Richard Barnes,
and Louls Grant, who were stand-
ing .near the fountain when Rogers

- mttempted to drink from it, were
injured. slightly by the flying jets
of hot water and steam. Wells and
Bames were each Injured on the |
face while Pass was scalded on the
hand and Grant on the leg,

Yesterday, at the hospital, Rogers
related the story to a group who
were allowed to see him for only
short time.

“1 had been Lo one of my phys. ed
classes, and as the weather was
rather warm 1 had become heated
in the activity,” he mumbled through
Joose bandages. “After I had dressed
I walked over io the fountaln Lo,
slaké my thirst, Of course 1 knew
