A combination of patterns that
includes stripes, checks, plaids
and geometrics characterizes this
year's layered look .over
“cigarette-legged” skinny jeans
and a T-shirt.

Brightly patterned ankle-to-thigh
leg warmers can be worn over
jeans, topped with colorful
boot-cuffing socks tucked into
rubber trekking boots. Pull
sweaters, in bright geometric
knits, will layer T-shirts, as two
or more muffler scarves around
the -neck polish off the look.

The casual-day tunics of ginger,

“khaki jersey, chenille and soft

denim can be accented with a
luggage leather belt or wom
alone for a loose, leisure look.

Wrap a big, cozy shawl in rust
shades around a long tunic and
wear it instead of a cardigan, or
over a coat in winter.

Pre-washed and pre-softened
cotton denim is putting the
outdoors mood into other clothes
besides- jeans this fall.

Plaid scarves in earth colors
highlight faded denim middy
smocks worn over wide-leg jeans.
Checked smock blouses can be
worn under buckled cotton
overalls tucked in Western-style
boots.

Deep pockets
necklines set
smock jumper dresses, which can
be “winterized” by an under-
sweater and knee socks. Ankle-
length jean skirts are double-
belted and paired with plaid
Western-style shirts. Flannel
pull-onshirts can be worn with
denim culottes.

The jean influence has spread
to narrow ; fly-front skirts,

neck pullovers or striped cotton
gauze shirts.

The denim blazer is back,
trimmed with contrasting stitch-
ing on pockets, lapels and seams,
to pair up with high-waisted
flared jeamns.

Long-sleeved T-shirts get the
brushed denim  treatment on
elbow = patches and shoulder
trims, while stitched creases and
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scalloped pockets highlight the
mid-knee length jean dress. A
yoked neckline adds to the
Western-look of the tailored
dress, which is accented by gold
buttons on the cuffs and down
the front.

Outward stitching on seams,
belt-loops and waist bands give
the “inside out" illusion to jeans
once again this year.
