Campus police didn't have an 
offic er available. Western 's 
owicultllrc department had no 
use for a rooster. And the 
humane society simply didn't 
believe the rooster exi sted.

John Crittenden, on animal 
cOhtrol offi cer with the humane

"We have got crank 1;8119 all 
week long," Critt.enden said . "I 
went up there twice, and I did not 
see any sign of a rooster." 

He said the humane society 
doesn't have the money to drive 
across town after every report of 
a stray animal because of high 
I!asolin c prices.
