Sir:—We beg permission to call your attention to the annexed premium Circular, and
would be gratified to find your section well represented on that day.

As the amount of tobaceco at this exhibition will be very large it is indispensable that the
following rules should be strictly adhered to, otherwise great confusion might ensue.

1st. Upon both heads of each Hd. the name of the owner must be distinetly marked, as
also the class for which it is intended. Thus—*Cutting,” “Shipping,” “Best Prized,”
“Cigar,” “ Five Best Hds.,” “ Three Best Hds.,” “Eng. Ship,” or “ Manufacturing.”

2nd. The Tobacco should be sent forward as early in May as possible.

3d. Each Hd. to weigh not less than 900 Ibs., nor }nm'é ‘than 1400 1bs. net.

4th. The cask should be substantial, well hooped, and of thoroughly seasoned timber.

5th. The class for “Five Best,” “ Five Second Best,” and “ Three Best Hds., is open
to Tennessee, Western Virginia, Missouri, Illinois, Indiana and Ohio. All the other classes
are confined to the growth of Kentucky. : 2

6th. No Hd. can take more than one premium ; the “Best Prized” class, however, is an
exception to this rule ; this class is intended as a sweep stake, and of course open to every
Kentucky Hd. on exhibition. Very respectfully.
